¡Bienvenidos!  Welcome back!  I hope you have had an awesome and relaxing summer, and are ready to accomplish great things this school year.  We will be using a lot of different activities to learn Spanish throughout the year.  We will be singing Spanish songs, studying different cultures & regions and eating the food from those regions, acting out our vocabulary, completing projects & presentations, and of course speaking to each other in class in Spanish!  We continue on in the ¡Exprésate! textbook, covering chapters five through eight.
Here is what you can expect in my classroom…
RESPECT

Respect yourself and other people.  Insults or disrespectful behavior are unacceptable.  It is unfair to judge others, and we all have the right to be treated equally.  Remember the golden rule: Treat others the way you would want to be treated.

SPEAK SPANISH AS MUCH AS POSSIBLE!
The main goal of this course is to get you speaking Spanish!  So, as soon as you walk through the door, start speaking to yourself and the people around you in Spanish.  Everyone makes mistakes.  You weren’t born speaking perfect English, and you still don’t so just try your best!  There are only 2 times in the classroom when you should speak English…when the sign at the front of the room is flipped to “ENGLISH”, or if you have the special ball in your hand.  Otherwise, work it out in Spanish!
Materials needed for EVERY class: 

· 3-ring binder (minimum 2 inch) for taking notes with four clearly labeled sections: 
·  (1) Notes (2) Homework (3) Vocabulary (4) Quizzes/Tests  
· Please write your name and homeroom clearly on the front incase you lose it!

· lined paper, which must be replenished as needed.

· a pencil – every, single day without question. It is your #1 tool, and you should not come to school without one.
Homework:  You will have an assignment every night.  Study your vocabulary!  All other assignments should be handed in on time, and you will receive 6 points for every completed assignment, and a 0 for any incomplete or missing work.  The homework must be 100% completed for credit.  Making an effort is important, so even if you feel confused, try it out!  When you are absent, it is your responsibility to put your work in the make-up bin.
Standard Procedure: 

 Walk into class with a pencil, binder, and paper, and find your assigned seat. 

 Start taking down the main points of the lesson in your “Notes” section. Have your homework out so I can check it.
 We will learn something new/awesome/important that will help you communicate in Spanish and practice it!
 We will go over the previous night’s homework.
 At the end of class, I will assign the homework.

 As soon as the homework is written in your agenda, and the desks are neatly put back into place, I will dismiss you to your next class.

Grading:  

Your trimester grades will be based on the following four parts.  I use a point system, so different assignments have different point values. Some quizzes may be worth 20 points.  Others may be worth 110!  Homework is always worth 6 points, so if we have 20 assignments over the trimester, that would be 200 points, which is worth as much as a Test grade!
5-35 points each:  
speaking/oral exams, skits & your class participation/effort grade, which you will assign yourself!

6 points each:  
homework & classwork grade (including your Notes and binder checks – randomly checked throughout the trimester)

         50-100 points each: 
quiz grades & small projects  

         150-200 points each: 
tests & large projects
So, at the end of every trimester, I will add up all of the possible points you could earn.  So, between all of the homework, quizzes, tests, projects, speaking grades, skits, etc. let’s say it was 1,000 points total that you could have earned if you got everything correct.  If you total points you earned is 900/1,000 possible points, your grade on your report card will be a 90% which is an A-
Extra Help!

I will be after school every Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday until 3:00 for extra help.  If those days and times don’t work for you, let me know and we can work something out.  I do have Yearbook and Cross Country, so you do need to let me know you are coming in advance so I can tell the other coaches/advisor.

**** It is SO important that you keep up with the material, and get the extra help when you need it!  
You need to be responsible and make the effort to stay after!
