REPORT ON A FAMOUS FRENCH ARTIST, PAINTER or ARCHITECT

You will research a famous French artist, painter or architect and create a Powerpoint presentation including biographical information along with descriptions of the artist’s significant works and contributions. Student should also include the following:
· full name

· place and years of birth (and death if applicable)

· a description of childhood

· a description of schooling

· a description of adult life

· examples and description of at least 3 famous works

· a description of any major contributions that he made

· a photograph of the person
· background information of the time period associated with the person

REPORT ON A FRENCH-SPEAKING COUNTRY

You should include the following:
· location & map
· capital & major cities

· population

· daily activities

· ethnic make-up

· brief history

· government

· economy

Any other topic listed below.  Be sure that you have a comprehensive presentation of the person, place, celebration, etc.  Include the history, why it is famous, what they did for France/French culture, why they /it is significant to France and French history.

· French history – major events

· Wars in France (The French Revolution/ Bastille Day, 
· Holiday celebrations in France vs. United States (Christmas / July 4th etc.)
· Working in France vs United States (where / when / how long)
· France TV shows/comic strips/movies

· French food (how it various in regions / popular dishes / desserts)
· Architecture in France 

· Festivals and celebrations (Cannes Music Festival, Mardi Gras, Tour de France etc.)

· French music past and present

· French literature / magazines / children’s books, etc. (Le Petit Prince, Astérix, etc.)
·  Famous French writers (Victor Hugo / Voltaire / Emile Zola / Honoré de Balzac / Jean Paul Sartre / Albert Camus etc.)
