We will be using a mixture of activities to learn Spanish throughout the year.  There will be projects/presentations, singing Spanish songs, studying different cultures/regions and eating their food, acting out vocabulary, and of course speaking to each other in class in Spanish!  We continue on in the ¡Exprésate! textbook, covering chapters five through eight.
Here is what is required in my classroom…

Materials needed for each class session:

· pencil pouch with a small supply of working pencils.   

Homework:  You will have an assignment every night.  Study your vocabulary!  All assignments should be handed in on time, and you will receive 10 points for every completed assignment, and a 0 for any incomplete or missing work.  Making an effort is important, so even if you feel confused, try it out!  When you are absent, it is your responsibility to put your work in the make-up bin.
Standard Procedure: 

 Walk into class with a pencil, binder, and paper.  Oh, and your Spanish class game face.

 Find your assigned seat and start working on your “Do Now”

 We will go over the “Do Now” and the homework.

 Learn something new/awesome/important that will help you communicate in Spanish.  

 At the end of class, I will assign the homework.

 As soon as the homework is written in your agenda, and the desks are neatly put back into place, you will be dismissed to your next class.

Grading:  

Your trimester grades will be based on the following four parts:


10% speaking/oral exams & your class participation grade, which you will assign yourself!

20% homework & classwork (including Do Now’s – randomly checked throughout the week)


40% quiz grades & small projects  


30% tests & large projects

I will be after school every Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday until 3:00 for extra help.  If those days and times don’t work for you, let me know and we can work something out!  I will do whatever I can to find a time that works, whether that means coming in early, or Friday after school.
